b) Emerald School — 15 total activities with at least two activities from each of the four categories
c) Evergreen School — 20 total activities with at least two activities from each of the four categories

Activities are listed in the table on the page that follows. Different activities are denoted by different letters under each category. In addition to the
activities listed in the table, a school may design and propose another activity (listed as “other” in the table), which may qualify toward an
environmental designation, alternate activities must be approved by your Michigan Green School County Coordinator by December 1.
