ALSO STATED, THAT IN THE CITY AND TOWNSHIP WHEREBY
THE 96TH STATE REPRESENTATIVE DISTRICT WAS DESIG-
NATED, THAT TWO (2) ROLLS OF DEMOCRATIC & REPUBLICAN

WOULD APPEAR.

AFTER EXAMINATION OF THE BALLOT, COMM. DONER MOVED
TO APPROVE THE BALLOT AS PRESENTED BY THE CLERK.
THE MOTION WAS SUPPORTED BY CAROLINE KROL AND THEN
PASSED BY ROLL CALL VOTE OF 3 YEAS, 0 NAYS.

COMM. KROL MOVED THAT THE COUNTY CLERK BE AUTHO-
RIZED TO HIRE THE NECESSARY PERSONNEL FOR ELECTION
DAY AND EVENING ASSISTANCE. ALSO, TO FURTHER GRANT
PAYMENT OF ANY EXPENSES INCURRED DURING THIS TIME.
JUDGE DONER SUPPORTED THE MOTION FOR STAFF AND EX-
PENSES AS APPROVED BY UNANIMOUS VOICE VOTE.

JUDGE DONER MOVED TO ADJOURN THE SESSION CALLED
FOR BALLOT APPROVAL. CLERK ALBERTSON SUPPORTED
THE ADJOURNEMENT AND THE MEETING CONCLUDED AT
7:55 A.M. BY UNANIMOUS VOQOICE VOTE.
