4-H Rabbit Project Guidelines

Members should enroll in the fall, even though they may not yet have animals.
This will enable members to be well prepared to receive their animals.

Project records must be started and kept until the end of the project year. The
latest date for starting records and for ownership of project animals is May 1 of
the current 4-H year, with the exception of market pen does, these need to be

owned and started on April 1st.

Members are encouraged to exhibit their animals at least once during the project
year, such as the lonia Free Fair, area rabbit shows and the State 4-H Rabbit
Show.
