ASurveyed approximately 20 miles of drain

Survey Results

AWaldo Drain & Main Branch

AApproximately 11.5 Miles in Length

ATotal fall in Main Branch is 84 Ft
AAverage Grade 0.14%
AD. 58 to 386 of sediment in dr
AHeavy Sedimentation in areas
AAreas of standing water
AAreas of brush and vegetation obstructions
